(An old bag man shuffles across the playing area with a sign:

Chorus:

(during scene chorus humming happy tune - If it ain’t broke, don’t fix it.)

Narrator: 
Once there was a proud city. 

( banner of Toronto is pulled up) crowds and people enter

Narrator:
And the people of the city looked after it




they dust it




they prune it




they show caring actions

Narrator: 
And they looked after each other.




they dust it




they prune it




they show caring actions

Narrator: 
and the people had local democracy.

(people shout hurrah!)

Narrator:
The best city in the world.

(people hang rosette on banner)

Scene 2

Narrator:
One day the people of the land chose a new leader.

(sound of trumpet and drum. Harris puppet walks through the people listening (exagerated gesture) and shaking hands. He moves to box and jumps up. Wallet mouth flap opens - revealing a sign - 30% OFF)

People: 

(crowding around Harris. 2 people stand apart.)  Hurrah!

Narrator: 
Their new leader gathered his ministers around him.

(2 puppet characters in suits cross to Harris with sound. People back off. Politicians huddle around golf bag .

Narrator

And they sang their song of intent:

Harris and Gang: (while they “sing”, For Sale sign comes out of golf bag,): 

Rob and pillage, 

Let’s sell this village.

(they cross to Toronto banner and hang signs: For Sale, Closed Etc





they leave 

People raise  question signs and freeze

Old Bag man shuffles across stage with a sign: 

What is the meaning of Life?

Narrator:
But the people loved their city


People pick up and display images of the good things of Toronto

Chanting Mantra (from O.S.)


If you’re rich you deserve it



If you’re poor you can rot


Cause everyone knows



You deserve what you got

Monster Mega-bus arrives 


(advertising for Meg-city on the bus)


(we can see the faces of the politicians)

The bus approaches, eating the images of good things

The bus mantra/chant continues throughout

The people line up against the bus (opposite side of stage)

People shout with signs ( i.e you can’t do that!) [several  voices]

Narrator:


But thousands disagree 


Push vs Push with people shouting a collective chant, very different tempo [pro democracy]
The bus is stopped by the people

(The politicians hide behind the facade of the bus)

Narrator:


But their leader still refused to listen to the people

Action:


Harris walks past people (while the bus leaves) (DS)
[above bus]


People gather around Harris, chanting


Harris covers his ears



creating deafening silence




all noise stops but shouting chanting action continues




one by one their chanting begins again until they are at full volume

People shout:


We want to be heard!
